THE GAME

Oklahoma, which assumed the nation’s No. 1 ranking this week, opens the Big 12 portion of its sched-
ule when it travels to Waco, Texas, to meet an improved Baylor squad. The Sooners thrashed then-No.
23/24TCU last week in Norman, 35-10. Baylor was off.

THE SERIES
Oklahoma leads the series by a 17-0 count, including a 7-0 advantage at Waco. The Sooners won the
match-up last season in Norman, 52-21. In 2006 at Waco, OU prevailed by a 36-10 count.

THE COACHES

Oklahoma: Bob Stoops (lowa ‘83) is 101-22 in his 10th season with the Sooners. He is 65-13 vs.

the Big 12, 35-9 vs. the Big 12 South, 28-4 vs. the Big 12 North, 5-11in the Big 12 title game, 36-9 vs.
non-conference opponents, 57-2 at home, 28-11 on the road, 16-9 on neutral fields, 29-11 vs. ranked
opponents, 4-5 in bowls, 3-4in January Bowls and 2-4 in BCS games. He is 9-0 against Baylor.
Baylor: Art Briles (Texas Tech 79) is 2-2 in his first year at Baylor, 36-30 in six seasons overall.

THE PROGRAM

Oklahoma's all-time record stands at 783-295-53. The Sooners own seven national championships
(1950, 1955, 1956, 1974, 1975, 1985, 2000). OU has 41 bowl appearances (No. 7 nationally) with

24 victories (No. 4 nationally). Oklahoma has won 41 conference titles. Since WWII, OU is the most
successful program with 548 victories. The school has produced 144 All-Americans and four Heisman
Trophy winners. With 30, 10-win seasons, OU leads the nation. Oklahoma’s best decade for of total victo-
ries came in the 1970's when the Sooners were 102-13-3 (.877). In the 2000's, OU is 94-17-0 (.847).

THE SOONERS BRIEFLY

M QU was No. 4in both of preseason polls. It marked the 10th straight season that was ranked in the first AP poll.
M Oklahoma was tabbed for a first-place finish in the Big 12's South Division in a preseason polling of league
media. Defensive end Auston English was named the league's preseason defensive player of the year.

M There are 27 players on this team with previous starting experience. There were 34 in 2007, 10 in 2006.

M Last season, OU was 11-3 overall, 6-2 in the Big 12. The Sooners won their fifth Big 12 crown (second straight)
and 41st league title overall before advancing to the Tostitos Fiesta Bowl.

M Three players from the ‘07 team left early for the NFL: WR Malcolm Kelly (Redskins), LB Curtis Lofton (Falcons)
and DB Reggie Smith (49ers).

OKLAHOMA IS NO. 1 AT BEING NO. 1

By moving to the top spot in this week’s poll, Oklahoma has now been ranked No. 11in the Associated Press'Top 25
more weeks, 96, than any other program in college football history. Notre Dame is second on that list at 95. Ohio
State is next with 93 followed by USC at 90.

HOME FIELD HONCHOS

Bob Stoops’ teams are 57-2 at Gaylord Family - Oklahoma Memorial Stadium and have won their last 21 in a row
there (longest current home field winning streak in the nation), and 41 of their last 42. The current streak is the
longest under Stoops, who has twice coached the Sooners to 19 straight wins at home, and is tied for second-
longest in school history. The top mark at Oklahoma was 25, a string that ended in 1953. A streak of 21 ended in
1975 and another of 20 ended in 1957.

MARQUEE MATCHUPS AWAIT OKLAHOMA ON FUTURE SCHEDULES

Non-conference games on future schedules include at Miami (Fla.) in 2009, at Florida State (2011), Notre Dame
(2012), at Notre Dame (2013), Tennessee (2014), at Tennessee (2015), Ohio State (2016), at Ohio State (2017) and
LSUin 2018 and 2019. Under Stoops, OU already played Louisville, Notre Dame, North Carolina, Alabama (twice),
UCLA (twice), Oregon (twice), Washington (twice), South Florida and Miami (Fla.) in regular season contests.

NEW VIDEO BOARD IN DEBUT SEASON

M The board measures 113.5 feet wide by 32.5 feet tall (3,689 square feet). The previous video board space on the
south end board was 36 X 21 (756 square feet). Itis thought that the new board is the fourth-largest in the nation.
M The 16mm High Definition board was purchased at a cost $4.5 million.

M The project included a new sound system, the extension of the ribbon boards on the upper decks and a new
Sooner Vision high definition control room, which carried a price tag of $2 million.

W Under Stoops, Oklahoma has produced its career leader in pass-
ing and receiving, while turning out the No. 3- and No. 4-ranked
rusher in school history and the school record holder for single-sea-
son rushing, passing and receiving yards. Of the 81 basic offensive
records at OU, 50 have been set on Stoops’ watch.

SINCE SAM

0U has played 18 games since Sam Bradford was named the starting QB. He missed nearly all of the Texas Tech
game last season due to injury (out during second series). Here is a look at OU's offensive production in those other

M The Sooners averaged 38.6 points per game and eclipsed 50 points eight times times.

THREE-HEADED RUNNING GAME

Aside from Allen Patrick’s 1,009 rushing yards last season, reserves Chris Brown (611 yards) and DeMarco Murray
(764 yards) combined for 1,375. Murray scored 13 TDs, Brown nine. In‘08, Murray, the starter, has 59 carries for
335 yards and three touchdowns. Brown and Mossis Madu have a combined 92 tries for 397 yards and seven TDs.
M In the opener, Brown became the 66th player in school history to rush for 1,000 yards in a career. Murray
became the 67th during the game at Washington.

THE LINE ON THE LINE

History is one tough customer at Oklahoma. The tradi-
tion, so rich and so long-standing, is as daunting as it
is impressive. To be among the best at Oklahoma is to
be among the best in college football.

Such dramatics are lost on Bob Stoops. The Sooner
head coach befriended the would-be albatross of
0U’s successful past from his first day on campus and
remains steadfastly
focused on tomorrow
and the championship it
holds.

It falls then to the
observers and experts
of the game to define
Stoops’impact. Rarely
have the pundits had it
50 easy.

Under Stoops,
Oklahoma has won 101
games (101-22), nine
bow! games, six of the
BCS variety, had one
string of 88 consecu-
tive appearances in the
AP poll and captured
five Big 12 crowns (the
next highest total in
the league is two). His
2000 team won the
national championship. On a playing field leveled by
scholarship limits and parity, this era stares down the
Oklahoma standard and does not blink.

The achievement dulls the memory of what Stoops
inherited. When he arrived in Norman, the proud
Sooner program was five years removed from a win-
ning record, four from bowl play. Those atypical days
of angst are so forgotten now that they might as well
be mentioned with the land rush and dust bowl.

Stoop, born Sept. 9, 1960, has been characterized
as a grounded family man, brilliant big-game coach,
relentless recruiter, disciplined leader and a person
with uncommon perspective.

His success emanates from a disciplined style true
to his roots in the Steel Valley of Ohio, but he is far
from inflexible. The principles to which he holds are
the tried and true axioms of the sport ... mixed with
cutting edge strategy and an appreciation for the
calculated risk.

During his time, OU has produced record—set-
ting passers and receivers, five 1,000-yard rushers,

suffocating defense and special teams units that rank
among the most dynamic in the land. Every facet has
been impacted.

His players have snagged 16 national awards,
including the 2003 Heisman Trophy won by Jason
White. There have been more than 60 academic
honorees, 62 All-Big 12 players, 24 All-Americans and
36 NFL draft choices.

Stoops has won
a total of 10 na-
tional coach of the year
awards and has been
Big 12 Coach of the
year three times.

This is one of
the finest coaches in
the history of one of
college football’s most
storied traditions.

The son of a coach,
Stoops was a four-year
starter at lowa. He
began his coaching
career in 1983 as a vol-
unteer in the Hawkeye
program under Hayden
Fry. He worked through
the ranks until he
became co-defensive
coordinator at Kansas State (1991-95) during Bill
Snyder’s rein.

With the Wildcats, he played a key role in an
impressive turnaround. During his final four seasons
there, K-State was 35-12 with three bowl appearanc-
es. Eventually, he left for Florida and a three-year stint
as Steve Spurrier’s defensive coordinator. In 1996, he
was part of a national championship team. It was
with the Gators that the spotlight found Stoops and
made him one of the hottest names in the profession.

Stoops, who is widely known for countless hours
of charitable work, most of which is directed towards
children, graduated from lowa in 1983 with a degree
in marketing. He and his wife, Carol, have three
children: daughter, Mackenzie, and twin sons, Drake
and Isaac.

SEATTLE, Wash. -- Playing before a national television audience on ESPN, Oklahoma
overwhelmed Washington in every facet to claim a 55-14 victory.

Just one week earlier, the Huskies had dropped a heart-breaking 28-27 verdict
to No. 15 BYU.

The Sooners established a physical running game early to set up the pinpoint
passing of quarterback Sam Bradford. Both Chris Brown (107) and DeMarco Murray
(100) hit the 100-yard mark on the ground, while Bradford completed 18-0f-21
passes for 304 yards with five touchdowns and no interceptions.

The Oklahoma defense was equally dominant, shutting out the Huskies until
the 5:37 mark of the third period. Prior to that play, OU had amassed a 41-0 lead.

NORMAN, Okla. -- Sam Bradford threw for a career-high 411 yards and Manuel
Johnson set an Oklahoma record with 206 receiving yards as the No. 2-ranked
Sooners sprinted past TCU, 35-10.

The Horned Frogs loaded up against the run, and limited OU to just 25 yards on
36 attempts, but opened themselves up to a flurry of big passing plays.

After finding Juaquin Iglesias for a 24-yard touchdown on OU’s first possession,
Bradford threw three straight TDs to Johnson on plays covering 76, 55 and 63 yards.
Johnson became just the second player in school history to record three scoring
plays of 55+ yards in one game (tying Antonio Perkins).

Oklahoma shredded the nation’s No. 1-ranked defense for 436 total yards and
Bradford threw at least four touchdown passes in a third consecutive game.

Meanwhile, the Sooner defense stymied a TCU team that was averaging 43.0
points per game by forcing four turnovers, two fumbles and two interceptions. The
Horned Frogs did not get a touchdown until the fourth quarter.

The victory extended Oklahoma’s home winning streak to 21 games, a figure
that tied the second longest home streak in school history.
