Westbrook, who scored from 49 and 23 yards out, joined Ryan
Broyles as just the second Sooner to record multiple career games of 200 yards receiving (both coming in the last three outings).

» OU became the first team in FBS history to feature a 500-yard passer (Mayfield, 545), a 200-yard rusher (Mixon, 263) and a
200-yard receiver (Westbrook, 202) in one game.

» The Sooners’ 854 yards of total offense were the second most in school history and just 21 shy of the program record of 875
(1980 vs. Colorado).

» Oklahoma, which trailed for only 20 seconds on the night, outgained Tech 11.2 yards per play to 7.8 despite the fact both
teams finished with 854 yards. The Red Raiders ran an OU-opponent-record 109 plays to the Sooners' 76. OU's nine TD drives
averaged 69 yards, just 5.3 plays and only 1:49 of clock.

» The win was the Sooners' ninth straight in true road contests, the longest such streak in the Bob Stoops era.

» Texas Tech quarterback Patrick Mahomes set the FBS record for total offense (819 yards) and tied the mark for passing
yards (734). The teams' 1,279 combined passing yards also established an FBS record.

» Kansas travels to Norman sporting a 1-6 overall record and a 0-4 Big 12 mark. The Jayhawks, who won their season opener
against Rhode Island by a 55-6 score, are in their second year under head coach David Beaty. KU finished 0-12 last season.

» Kansas' offense averages 364.7 yards per game to rank 104th nationally and ninth in the Big 12. The Jayhawks are scoring
a Big 12-low 21.7 points per game. They have done the most damage through the air, averaging 254.3 passing yards per game
(45th nationally, eighth in Big 12), while managing 110.4 yards per contest on the ground (121st nationally, last in Big 12).

» KU has used a pair of quarterbacks this season. Redshirt junior Montell Gozart leads the Jayhawks in passing with 831
yards, completing 81 of his 131 attempts (61.8 percent) with seven TDs and six interceptions. Sophomore Ryan Willis is 72-for
-117 (61.5 percent) with three TDs and seven interceptions.

» Sophomore wide receiver Steven Sims leads the Jayhawks with 543 yards (on 37 catches) and five TDs on the year. Senior
running back Ke'aun Kinner paces the team in rushing with 409 yards on 69 attempts (5.9 ypc).

» Kansas is tied for 89th nationally in total defense (fifth in the Big 12), giving up 433.0 yards per contest. It allows opponents
to score an average of 36.9 points per game. Teams are averaging 201.9 yards on the ground against Kansas and 231.1 yards
through the air.

» Senior safety Fish Smithson leads Kansas with 48 tackles. He has also logged 1.0 sack, 1.5 tackles for loss, two intercep-
tions and two forced fumbles. Sophomore defensive end Dorance Armstrong is tied with OU's Oghonnia Okorenkwo for
second in the Big 12 with 7.0 sacks. Armstrong also has 22 tackles, 10 tackles for loss and a forced fumble.

» No. 14/13 Oklahoma outgained Kansas 710 yards to 216 and did not punt for
the first time since 1990 in a 62-7 win on Halloween afternoon in Lawrence. It
was OU’s 11th straight victory against the Jayhawks, all by at least 15 points.

» Quarterback Baker Mayfield turned in one of the most impressive
performances of his career, completing 27-0f-32 passes for 383 yards and

four touchdowns with no interceptions in just one half and one possession of
work. His 226.2 passer rating still stands as the third best in OU history among
quarterbacks who have attempted at least 30 passes in a game.

» Mayfield's 332 passing yards in the first half were the second most in a half
in QU history (Sam Bradferd threw for 350 in first half against North Texas in
2007). The Sooners led 38-7 at intermission.

» Sterling Shepard’s 11 catches and 183 receiving yards were the most by
a Sooner last season, and the 183 yards were the ninth most in school history
at the time. He had 10 catches for 174 yards in the first half (the 174 yards were
the second most in a half in school history; four shy of the record).

» OU ran for 265 yards and averaged 6.5 yards per carry. Running backs
Samaje Perine (90 yards; 8.2 per carry; two TDs), Alex Ross (103 yards; 7.4
yards per carry; TD) and Joe Mixon (44 yards; 7.3 per carry) totaled 237 yards
and averaged 7.6 yards per rush.

» Reserve tight end Gonnor Knight and reserve offensive lineman Sam
Grant each logged their first career reception, both resulting in TDs. Knight's
catch came from back-up QB and twin brother Trevor Knight in the fourth
quarter.

» Charles Tapper recorded his first three sacks of the season and forced two
fumbles. It marked the first time since 2011 that an OU defensive lineman had
three sacks in a game. Tapper was named Big 12 Co-Defensive Player of the
Week.

» Thanks in part to five sacks, the OU defense held the Jayhawks to fewer rush-
ing yards (35) than carries (36). It was the second straight year the Sooners held
Kansas to less than 1.0 rushing yard per attempt.

» Senior Dede Westhrook is on a remarkable four-game tear, amassing 35
catches for 776 yards and 10 touchdowns against TCU, Texas, Kansas State and
Texas Tech this month. The 776 yards are the most ever by a Sooner in a four-
game stretch (see chart on top right of this page), as are the 10 receiving TDs.

» Westbrook's 10 TDs over the last four games are six more than he had in the
first 16 games of his career. His 10 scores (two at TCU; three vs. Texas; three vs.
K-State; two at Texas Tech) came (in order) from 67, 40, 71, 42, 47, 26, 8, 88,
49 and 23 yards (an average of 46.1 yards).

» Westbrook's 10 TD catches over the last four games are more than 39 teams
(19 Power 5 teams) have on the season.

» Westbrook is the only player in school history to score at least six TDs
(rushing or receiving) of 40-plus yards in one season. He has seven.

» Only two FBS players have more receiving TDs this season (11 each) than
Westbrook's 10 the last four games, and only 14 FBS players have more
receiving yards on the season than Westbrook has in the past four outings.

» In Big 12 play, Westbrook ranks first in the conference in receptions (8.8 per
game), receiving yards (194.0 per game) and points (15.5 per game), and ranks
second in all-purpose yards (205.5 per game).

» Westbrook's 194.0 receiving yards per Big 12 game are 51 more than the
next closest player (Texas Tech's Jonathan Giles; 142.8) and 85 more than the
No. 3 player (Texas Tech's Keke Coutee; 109.0).

» Westbrook's 1,673 career receiving yards are the most ever by an OU player
in their first 20 games. The second-year Sooner already ranks 12th in school
history in receiving yards.

» Junior quarterback Baker Mayfield is picking up where he left off in 2015 when he finished fourth in Heisman Trophy voting
and was named national player of the year by Sporting News. Mayfield, who completed 68.1 percent of his passes for 3,700 yards
and 36 touchdowns against only seven interceptions last year, is 152-for-213 (career-high 71.4 percent) this season with 23 TDs
and five picks. He ranks first nationally in yards per pass attempt (11.0; only one other player is above 10.0), second in pass
efficiency rating (194.9), third in completion percentage and fourth in yards per completion (15.5).

» Mayfield has been especially effective in Big 12 play, leading the league in passing TDs (16; Texas Tech's Patrick Mahomes
ranks second with 12), completion percentage (.758; Mahomes is next at .667) and pass efficency rating (214.4; Baylor's Seth
Russell ranks second at 166.2).

» Mixon is one of just six players in OU history to record at least 1,000 TR 2113 1

rushing yards and 500 receiving yards in a career, and it took him only 17
games to do it (reached both marks Oct. 1 at TCU). Only Quentin Grif-
fin (1999-02; 16 games) reached the 1,000/500 mark faster. Others to do
it were DeMarco Murray (2007-10; 26 games), De'Mond Parker (1996-98; 30 games), Steve Sewell (1981-84; 36 games)
and James Allen (1993-96; 40 games).

PERINE APPROACHING OU CAREER RUSHING MARK

» After a stellar season that saw a continuation of his bruising, powerful style, RB Samaje Perine picked up third-team
All-America honors last year and was selected to the All-Big 12 First Team. The Pflugerville, Texas, product racked up 1,713
rushing yards as a freshman (6.5 per carry) and 1,349 more as a sophomore last season (6.0 per carry). With 475 more yards
this season (on 88 carries), Perine already ranks seventh in Oklahoma history with 3,537 career rushing yards and is just 581
yards shy of Billy Sims’ school record of 4,118 yards.

» Despite leaving in the first quarter against Kansas State two weeks ago and not returning since (he is expected to miss the
Kansas game this week, as well), Perine ranks sixth in the Big 12 by averaging 79.2 rushing yards per contest. In Big 12 play, he
is averaging 108.7 yards per game (ranks fourth in league) and has four TDs.

» Perine’s 1,713 net rushing yards in 2014 were sixth most by a freshman in FBS history and second most in Big 12 and OU
freshman annals, behind Adrian Petersen’s 1,925 yards in 2004. Perine’s total was fifth highest in a season in OU history, and
he became the first freshman lead the Big 12 in rushing yards per game (131.8). Against Kansas that season, Perine amassed an
FBS-record 427 rushing yards and five touchdowns on 34 carries. The record still stands.

NOTING OU'S DEFENSE

» Oklahoma ranks 116th out of 128 teams in total defense by allowing 475.9 yards per contest, but it has faced five of the na-
tion's top offenses in its seven games. Texas Tech leads the nation in total offense at 640.3 yards per game, Ohio State ranks 13th
at 501.7 yards, TCU ranks 16th at 497.7, Houston 32nd at 479.9 and Texas 34th at 477.6. The Sooners held four of those five
teams to yardage totals below their current average. Three more upcoming OU foes rank in the top 35 in total offense (Baylor is
No. 4, West Virginia No. 10 and Oklahoma State No. 31).

» Due mainly to injuries, 20 different Sooners have started on defense through seven games.

» OU, which ranks second in the Big 12 and 37th nationally in rushing defense (133.3 yards per game), has held five of its seven
opponents to 120 or fewer yards on the ground (89 by Houston, 78 by ULM, 65 by TCU, 110 by Texas and 120 by Texas Tech).

» Cornerback Jordan Themas ranks second in the nation with his 1.6 pass breakups per game. Seven of his 11 pass breakups on
the year have come in the last three games and nine have come in the last four (two at TCU, four vs. Texas and three vs. Kansas State).
» Qutside linebacker Oghonnia Okoronkwo is tied for second in the Big 12 and 10th nationally with his 1.0 sack per game. He
has registered 5.0 sacks over the last four games. His 7.0 sacks are fourth most in a season by an OU linebacker.

» Inside lingbacker Jordan Evans ranks fourth in the Big 12 with his 7.7 tackles per contest.

SOONERS HAVE DOMINATED BIG 12 ERA

» OU's performance in the Big 12 Conference since Bob Steops took over in 1999 has been nothing short of dominant. The
Sooners have won nine Big 12 titles in Stoops’ 17 seasons, with no other program during that span winning more than two.

» Since the first year of the Big 12 in 1996, OU has claimed nine league
titles and is followed by Texas (three), Baylor, Kansas State and Nebraska
(two each), and Colorado, Oklahoma State, TCU and Texas A&M (one each).

» OU owns a league-best 116-29 (.800) record in regular season Big 12
games during the Stoops era. Texas ranks second with a 102-43 (.703)
record and is followed by TCU (23-17; .575), Kansas State (80-65; .552),
Oklahoma State (79-66; .545), Texas Tech (72-73; .497), West Virginia
(18-21; .462), Baylor (50-94; .347), lowa State (41-104; .283) and
Kansas (32-113; .221).

COLLEGE FOOTBALL'S BEST

» During the modern era of college football (since the end of World War
I1), the Sooners are the nation’s No. 1 team with more wins (621) and a
better winning percentage (.762) than any other program.

» OU is the highest-scoring program in college football history with
34,220 points (in 1,240 games).

» No program has more all-time 10-win seasons than Oklahoma, which
has 36. In addition, OU's 22 seasons with at least 11 wins are the most in
college football history.

» Since Bob Stoops’ arrival in 1999, OU leads all Power Five confer-
ence programs in wins (184) and points scored (8,648).

» Only Ohio State (105) has been ranked No. 1 in the AP Poll more
weeks than Oklahoma (101). OU’s 391 weeks in the AP’s top five are more
than any other school. The AP Poll was introduced in 1936.

» Only Alabama (9) and Notre Dame (8) have earned more all-time AP
national championships than Oklahoma (7).

EXTRA POINTS

» Oklahoma is 98-9 (.916) at home under Bob Stoops, with all 107
of those games sellouts. It is the best home winning percentage among
Power 5 schools during the time period (Ohio State is next at .879). OU
has outscored its foes by an average of 42-16 in those games.

» InBig 12 play, OU leads the league in scoring offense (50.2), total
offense (642.5), pass efficiency (217.8) and sacks allowed per game (0.75).
It ranks second in passing offense (395.2), rushing offense (247.2), first
downs per game (27.0) and third-down conversion percentage (55.8).

» 0U has 19 plays from scrimmage this year that have resulted in at least
40 yards. Only Alabama, which has played one more game, has more (20).

» The Sooners lead the country with 14 offensive touchdowns of at least
40 yards. The next highest total nationally is 10.

» Oklahoma has won each of its four Big 12 games despite losing the
turnover battle in three of those contests. OU has seven turnovers during
its winning streak compared to five takeaways.

» 0U has registered more than 500 yards of total offense in 12 of its last
14 regular season games (averaging 582.6 yards in those 14 contests). It
has won all 12 of those games that it reached 500 yards (averaged 52.0
points in the 12 victories).

» The Sooners are 48-6 (.889) since the start of the 2010 season against
teams unranked in the AP Top 25 Poll.

» Stoops' 11-0 mark against Kansas ties his 11-0 mark against lowa
State for his most wins without a loss against another program.

» 0U's 73 wins vs. Kansas are tied as its third most against another
program (Oklahoma State 85, Kansas State 74, lowa State 73).

» Of all active FBS players with at least 10 career TD receptions, Mark Andrews has the best TD-to-catch ratio at 29.7 percent
(11 TDs on 37 catches). The next closest players are Toledo's Michael Roberts (15 TDs on 52 catches; 28.9%), Pitt's Scott Ornd-
off (10 on 40; 25.0%), North Carolina's Mack Hollins (20 on 81; 24.7%) and Michigan State’s Josiah Price (19 on 84; 22.6%).

» The Sooners have recorded just three interceptions this season (two by Steven Parker and one by Will Sunderland). Last year
0U ranked second in the Big 12 and eighth nationally with 20 interceptions (1.5 per contest). Kansas has six interceptions this year.

» Quarterback Austin Kendall has played in one game (Sept. 10 against ULM) and has already set the OU single-season
record for most yards by a true freshman in the Stoops era. Kendall's 12 completions and two touchdowns have him tied for most
completions and passing TDs in a season by a true freshman in the Stoops era. Paul Thompson completed 12 passes and
threw for two TDs in five games as a true frosh in 2002. Other true freshman QBs to play under Stoops were Jason White in
1999 (3 games; 1 for 2 passing; 9 yards; 0 TDs) and Keith Nichel in 2007 (3 games; 2 for 7 passing; 15 yards; 0 TDs).

» The Sooners are looking for their 14th season of at least 10 wins under Stoops. Oklahoma is the only FBS program to rack up 13

seasons of double-digit victories since 2000.
» Oklahomais 4-2 all-time in overtime games. Under Stoops it is 3-2.
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STADIUM NOTES

CAYLORD FAMILY

OKLAHOMA MEMORIAL STADIUM

0U’s $160 million stadium renovation and modernization project bowled in the south end of the facility and added premium seating and the second-largest collegiate video hoard.

OKLAHOMA'S PALACE ON THE PRAIRIE

» Gaylord Family — Oklahoma Memorial Stadium is one of America’s most recognized college football cathedrals. Situated on the
east side of the Norman campus, this historical facility is the largest sports arena in the state and ranks among the 18 largest on-
campus facilities in the nation.

» In 1921, University of Oklahoma students started a movement for construction of a student union. By 1925, the idea had grown
to include a combined football stadium/student union. In the original architect's drawings, the north end of the proposed structure
was strikingly similar to the present Oklahoma Memorial Union, which eventually was constructed separately when head coach and
athletics director Bennie Owen suggested it would be best to raise funds for a union and a stadium.

» The field is named Owen Field after Owen, who became a charter member of the National Football Hall of Fame. The first game
played at the site took place Oct. 20, 1923 (a 63-7 win over Washington, Mo.).

» In 1925, the first contest was played in front of the new stands on the west side of the field. The 16,000-seat Oklahoma Memorial
Stadium, named in honor of University personnel who died in World War |, was erected at a cost of approximately $293,000.

» Expansions increased the stadium'’s capacity to 32,000 (1929), 55,000 (1949), 61,836 (1957), 71,187 (1975), 75,004 (1980),
72,765 (1998), 82,112 (2003) and its existing figure of 83,489 (2016).

» InJuly, 1970 the original natural grass surface was removed and artificial turf was installed. That tartan turf was replaced with
super turf before the 1981 season. Owen Field returned to grass in 1994.

CURRENT RENOVATION

» The OU Board of Regents approved a proposal from OU Athletics on June 25, 2014, to proceed with the development of plans and
projects for a major renovation and modernization of the stadium at an estimated cost of $160 million. The project is being carried
out entirely from Athletics Department-generated capital funds, bond funds and other private sources.

» The first phase of the building project was completed prior to the Sept. 10 home opener with a focus on the south end zone. The
most visible aspect is a completed south end zone seating bowl, a feature that has initially increased the seating capacity to 83,489.

» The seating bow! features an expanded concourse, additional restrooms and concessions, and other amenities. The new structure
features 22 suites, 60 open-air loge boxes and 1,976 club seats. Club patrons will benefit from two new clubs.

» Among the most unique features of the new south end zone facility are a pair of open-air fan plazas, one each in the southwest

and southeast corners. They will each measure at slightly more than 3,000 square feet each and feature a view directly to the game field.
» The new building will allow for all student-athlete services to be moved to the ground floor. That space, to be completed in spring 2017, will include a new locker room, strength and condition-

» The weight room will nearly triple in size to 26,600 square feet and include a 70-yard turfed, indoor speed and agility training area. The athletic training room also will grow substantially to

nearly 10,000 square feet.

» Under his direction, Oklahoma is one of only five Power Five programs to
average 10 wins per year over the last 10 seasons.

» Has 13 seasons of 10 or more wins, the most of any FBS coach since 2000.
» Oklahoma is 56-30 (.651) vs. AP Top 25 teams in the Stoops era. The win
percentage is the second best in the country during the span (Ohio State - .658).
» In the Stoops era, no program has more AP top-five appearances than OU's
122. Alabama (120) is next, followed by Ohio State (104), USC (86) and Florida
(82) and Texas (82).

» Owns a 98-9 home record, which included a school-record 39-game winning
streak (ninth longest in college football history) and two 19-game strings.

» 0U is a combined 24-11 under Stoops against their two biggest rivals (13-4
vs. Oklahoma State and 11-7 against Texas).

CONFERENCE SUPREMACY

» Stoops has coached OU to nine Big 12 championships. No other program has
won more than two Big 12 titles in his 17 seasons.

» Owns a 67-19 overall mark since 2010 and a 44-13 league record, both of
which are the best of any Big 12 team during that span.

» Has guided the Soaners to more wins against AP Top 25 teams than any Big
12 program since 2010. OU is the only program in the conference with a winning
record in such games (20-14).

PLAYER DEVELOPMENT

» Stoops has produced 36 first-team All-Americans, two AP Players of the Year
and 79 NFL Draft picks as OU’s head coach.

» Stoops has coached two Heisman Trophy winners (Jason White in 2003 and
Sam Bradford in 2008) and five Heisman finalists.

» Two different Sooners have claimed the following honors since he took over
at OU: Nagurski Award (Roy Williams, Derrick Strait), Thorpe Award (Roy Wil-
liams, Derrick Strait) and Butkus Award (Rocky Calmus, Teddy Lehman).
